HY ashes of Sir Peter Buck will lie at Urenul Pa tonight, within a
mile of the noted scholar’s birthplace near the banks of the
Urenul River. Tomorrow they will be taken to the memorial at Okoki

Only two ot
the ht marquees that were originally
erec were up, the others having either
been blown down by Thursday night's{.,
high wind or pulled down to prevent
damage. ‘The other marquees will be
erected as required, Sleeping accommo-
dation for about €00 will be provided at
the Urenui Pa in tents and two houses.

These words were used yesterday by
the Minister of Maori Affairs, Mr. Cor-
addressing the ashes of Sir Peter
Buci on the marae of Mabpukorihi pa.
Waltara. Mr. Corbett stood facing the
urn, which lay at the foot of the monu-
ment to Sir Maul Pomare overlooking
the river and town.

“Te Rangl Hlroa, today you and |
have nearly reached the end of s great
journey" the Minister safd, “It i fAttd
that we should reach Manukoriii
izy you with the spirit of your old friend
in the shadow of Pukepapa. You are now
with your Irjend, you are now with your
people.
