Mr. G, W, Bennett, deputy-Mayor, on
behalf of the Inglewood residenta,
thanked these who had worked so will-
ingly for the ercetion of the building,
He had no doubt that the classes held
would be well attended and appreciated,
and would result in yreat benefit to the
residents’ children.

Mr, Hopson, a member of the Mon
riding of the Taranaki County Couneil,
congratulated the people of the district
on the sucecess of their efforts, and said
that he himself had helped in the'ob.
taining of the &£25 grant from the
Couneil. He was in favor of the
establishmenl of dairying and agriel-
tural classes.
