This is one of the firat acts of the new Superin-
tendent, and it shows at least that on taking office
he intends to mend his ways ; it is therefors, nob
unreasonable to suppose, that he will next direot
his attention to the formation of the whole line
of road, which has been orying out for improve-
ment for a length of time.
