Although consideration of
the project started many
years ago, it was only six-
teen months ago that a
meéting of ramhjmers ac-
cepted a plan of the new
building.

Demolished
The old church was
demolished by voluntary
labour in the four days after

ing construction. The first
mass was celebrated in the
new church on February 3.

When opened tomorrow,
the building will be fully fur-
nished and carpeted, and the
parish needs only about
$16,000 0 meet committ-
ments. ‘
