IMalling on
Fdisastrous times, Mr Kelsey some years
later came to New Plyvmouth as secere-
tary and confidential clerk to Mr New-
ton King. later ho again commeneed
in business himself as an accountant,
The late Mr IKelsey was an enthusiastic
supporter of the Free Library, and had
for many vears rendered valuable ser-
cieos 1o tho committee, particularly m
i{he selection of books. AL the timoe of
his death he was auditor to many tn-
stitutions in the "town.  {le was for
SOIC vears seeretary ol the Taranalki
Agricultural  Soctety.
