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Mrs. Bachel Alice Mace, whose death
at the age of 79 occurred at Onkura on
Wednesday, has been closely identified
with Taranaki during the greater part
of her-life. She waa born at Brighton,
England, on October 29, 1843, and
was @ dsughter of Hamah Hum-
phrey  and _ Alice Humphrey (nee
‘Arden). In 383 the family came out to
New Zealand in_the ship Cresswell und
landed ag New Plymouth. Iu the stir-
ring days of the 'sixties when Taranaki
was the centre of fierce struggles against
the Maoris, the family retired to Nelson,
where the doceased married Capiain
Mace in 1893, coming back to New Ply-
mouth when the war was over, and antt-
ling at Oakia in 1867, where she has
resided over since,  long period of
years. The late Mrs. Mace is survived
by her Lueband and six children (four
sons aud two daughters), namely, Messra.
