One of the chief causes
for criticism 1s the “same-
ness” of the New Zealand
Press, and what has been
called a “dreadful dullness.”
On the other hand most
critics have praised the
ethics and sense of respon-
sibility of the New Zealand
Press. It does not appear
to have occurred to critics
that the apparent sameness
is perhaps a natural se-
quel to the sense of res-
ponsibility.

Let us look at this charge
of sameness. In the main
New Zealand newspapers all
draw thelr news from the

same basic sources — news
agency services drawn
from every conceivable
agency source. This food

of copy — far greater than
the avernge newspaper's
needs — is not coloured or
slanted, From this mass of
news and views the mews-
papers select their over-
seas stories. If the lead stor-
ies are often the same, this
is because the sense of news
values in the various pap-
ers is highly developed and
similar in approach.

PRESS ASSOCIATION

On the local front all
good stories are fed into the
Press Association network,
a co-operative organisation
owned and operated by the
New Zealand Press. As the
total mewspaper circulation
in New Zealand is barely
1,000,000. it would be man-
ifestly impossible and un-
economic for newspapers to
collect their own news by
posting their own men in
all cities and towns where
they do not circulate, The
Press Association, therefore,
provides the hard-core news.

Newspapers, since the coming of television, have lately
been very much under a critical microscope, a process from
which they have emerged, if ot unscathed, at least without
suffering mortal harm.

Mr. Garcia explained that
the ambition of every eir-
culation manager on a morn-
ing mewspaper was tn have
his paper on the breakfast
table of his subscribers as
the coffee was Leing stirred
and the toast buttered.

But in the case of The
Daily News that ambition at
present cannot be realised in
some arecas and probably
never will be hecause of the
distances involved,

However, Mr. Garcia 1z
proud of the fact that 85 per
cent of the subscribers to
The Dally News do in fact
have their copy propped up
in front of ‘them as their
wives hand them the sugar.

Mr. Garcia said that Tara-
naki Newspapers Ltd. was
all the time investigating

Stolen newspapers repre-
sent one of the smaller. but
nonetheless irritating, prob-
lems to be dealt with every
week by the circulation de-
partment of Taranaki News-
papers Litd,

Newspapers are taken
from letter boxes, from front
lawns, and out of honesty
boxes without payment,

On many occasions the
ihonesty boxes themselves,
the change inside them,
which can amount to £2. and
all the newspapers have dis-
appeared.

The circulation manager.
Mr. B, Garcia, sald this week
there was little the com-
pany could do about the
thefts,

“We can, and do, ask the
police to keep an eye on
an area from which papers
repeatedly disappear but
aparl from that It is some-
thing we just have to put
up with,” he said.

He recalled that some
years ago, the then eircula-
tion manager, Mr. J. D.
Robertson, and he hid for
an hour or two in gorse in
Carrington Road, New Ply-
mouth, opposite a group of
houses from which papers
had regularly disappeared.

They settled themselves in
the gorse at about 5 a.m, and
waited, A little more than
an hour later along came a
young man who steadily col-
lected the newspapers.
